Research suggests a 

rotary system becomes the dairy type of choice once herd 

sizes grow beyond 500 cows. A rotary can be fine tuned 

to achieve optimum milking time by adjusting the rotation 

speed of the platform to meet the dairy farm’s milking 

strategy. 

Research and development

There has been extensive research and development 

to refine rotary milking systems to meet the needs of 

a modern dairy farm operator. Coupled with milking 

automation technology such as automatic cup removers, 

automatic teat spray and auto sorting, rotary systems can 

deliver higher efficiency and productivity outcomes for your 

dairy operation.
